THIRSTING FOR LIFE-GIVING WATERS

Especially during the Lenten, Holy Week, and
Easter seasons, the prayer texts of the Eastern
Church revel in paradoxical images of Christ: the
eternal life who is put to death, the host of the supper
who is also its meal, the thirsty crucified one with
living water streaming from his side. These images
flow from the evangelists’ portrayals of Jesus and
from his very ministry, during which he often upset
or reversed people’s expectations about him or the
ways of God. This “reversal” is at play in today’s
Gospel, as Jesus speaks to an enemy foreigner who is
also a woman beneath his status. In addition he, the
thirsting one, shows the woman to be the one truly
thirsting. He—whose parched lips will say “I thirst”
before he dies—is the source of life and life-giving
water. Lent calls upon us to dwell on how each of us
is thirsting for Christ, and it leads us, ultimately,
back to the life-giving waters of our baptism into his
Body.

00 DOES FISH REALLY “NOT COUNT”, AND WHY?

Many people joke:

“So I can’t eat meat... but I can eat fish?

How does that make sense?”’

It sounds random.
But it isn’t.

The Church’s rule about abstinence goes back centuries.
When the Church says “no meat,” she is speaking specifi-
cally about the flesh of warm-blooded land animals, beef,

pork, chicken, goat, lamb, and similar meats.

Fish has never been included in that category.
Why?

Because abstinence is not about avoiding protein. It is
about giving up what was historically considered festive,
rich, and celebratory food.

In ancient times, meat from land animals was a sign of
feast and abundance. It required slaughter. It was costly. It
was associated with celebration.

Fish was different. It was simpler, more common in coastal
areas, and not viewed as festive luxury in the same way.

So abstinence is not biology.
It is symbolism and discipline.

The Church removes a “feast food” to remind us that Fri-
day is not just another day. It is the day Christ died. Even
outside Lent, Friday carries the memory of the Cross.

There is also something deeper.
Abstinence trains detachment.

When you give up a specific category, even if substitutes
exist, you are learning obedience, not nutritional strategy.

Some people try to “outsmart” the rule:
“Seafood is expensive. I’1l eat lobster instead.”
That misses the spirit.
The law sets the minimum. The heart determines the depth.
The point is not:

“How can I get around this?”

Ahora lo sabes......

(REALMENTE EL PESCADO NO CUENTA? ;Y POR QUE?

Mucha gente bromea:

“Entonces no puedo comer carne... pero si pescado?
(Como tiene sentido?”

Suena extrafo.
Pero no lo es.

La norma de la Iglesia sobre la abstinencia se remonta siglos
atras. Cuando la Iglesia dice “nada de carne”, se refiere es-
pecificamente a la carne de animales terrestres de sangre ca-
liente: res, cerdo, pollo, cabra, cordero y carnes similares.
El pescado nunca se ha incluido en esa categoria.

Por qué?

Porque la abstinencia no consiste en evitar las proteinas. Se
trata de renunciar a lo que histéricamente se consideraba
comida festiva, rica y de celebracion.

En la antigiiedad, la carne de animales terrestres era simbolo
de festin y abundancia. Requeria sacrificio. Era costosa. Se
asociaba con la celebracion.

El pescado era diferente. Era mas sencillo, mas comin en las
zonas costeras y no se consideraba un Iujo festivo de la mis-
ma manera. Asi que la abstinencia no es biologia.

Es simbolismo y disciplina.

La Iglesia elimina un "alimento festivo" para recordarnos que
el viernes no es un dia cualquiera. Es el dia en que Cristo
muri6. Incluso fuera de Cuaresma, el viernes lleva consigo el
recuerdo de la Cruz.

Hay algo mas profundo.

La abstinencia cultiva el desapego.

Cuando renuncias a una categoria especifica, incluso si exis-
ten sustitutos, estas aprendiendo obediencia, no una estrate-
gia nutricional.

Algunas personas intentan burlar la regla:

"El marisco es caro. Mejor como langosta".

Eso no capta el espiritu.

La ley establece el minimo. El corazon determina la profun-
didad.

La cuestién no es:

" Como puedo evitarlo?"

La cuestion es:
";,Como puedo unir este pequeno sacrificio a Cristo?"

Y hay una capa mas que muchos olvidan:

El pescado ha sido un simbolo cristiano desde los primeros
siglos. La palabra griega para pez, Ichthys, se convirti6é en un
acronimo de «Jesucristo, Hijo de Dios, Salvador». Los pri-
meros creyentes la usaban como una sefial oculta de fe duran-

te la persecucion.
