YOU HAVE DONE THIS IN CHURCH FOR YEARS... BUT
NEVER ASKED WHY

Look closely.

There is someone sitting quietly in the church. Not praying. Not singing.
Not responding. Just... watching. Looking toward the altar with a kind of
confusion. Trying to follow.

Trying to understand. And maybe... that person was you once. Or
maybe... it is still you.
Because many people come to church every Sunday...and do everything
right externally...
but have never really asked:
“Why do we do all this?”

1. THE MASS CAN LOOK LIKE MOVEMENTS... BUTIT IS A
MYSTERY

People stand. People sit. People kneel. People respond. From the outside,
it can feel like: a sequence of actions. But in reality... something
invisible is happening. The Mass is not just: what you see It is: what
God is doing.

2. EVERY ACTION HAS A MEANING... EVEN IF YOU NEVER
KNEW

That Sign of the Cross? It marks you as belonging to Christ. That
kneeling. It is adoration before His presence. That silence? It is where
God speaks. That altar? It is not a table. It is Calvary made present. Noth-
ing is random. Nothing is empty. The priest, is not himself- He is “in
persona Christi.” The priest fulfills the offering- The priest consecrates
the wine and the bread.

3. YOU WERE NEVER MEANT TO JUST “FOLLOW?”... BUT
TO ENTER

Many people grow up in the Church like this: copying gestures repeating
responses following the crowd
But the Mass is not something you watch. It is something you enter. It is
not about keeping up. It is about encounter. You are invited to offer-
You are invited to pray Because you belong.

4. THAT CONFUSED PERSON... IS NOT FAR FROM GOD

There is something beautiful about that person looking confused.
Because confusion can mean: they are paying attention. they are
listening. .. and searching. And listening and searching... the beginning
of understanding.

5. THE HARD TRUTH

Some people understand nothing... but want to learn. Others have been
there for years... and stopped asking questions. Routine replaced
wonder. Habit replaced meaning. It is better to sit in church confused and

searching...than to stand, kneel, and respond... without ever

understanding.

SO IF THISIS YOU...

If you have ever sat in church and wondered: “What is really happening
here? "Don't ignore that question.

(HAS HECHO ESTO EN LA IGLESIA DURANTE ANOS... PERO
NUNCA TE PREGUNTASTE POR QUE

Observa con atencion.

Hay alguien sentado en silencio en la iglesia. No esta rezando. No esta
cantando.

La gente se pone de pie. La gente se sienta. La gente se arrodilla. La
gente responde. Desde fuera, puede parecer una simple secuencia de
acciones. Pero, en realidad... esta ocurriendo algo invisible. La Misa no
es solo lo que ves; es lo que Dios esta haciendo.

2. CADA ACCION TIENE UN SENTIDO... AUNQUE NUNCA
LO HAYAS SABIDO

(Esa Sefial de la Cruz? Te identifica como alguien que pertenece a
Cristo. (Ese acto de arrodillarse? Es adoracion ante Su presencia. (Ese
silencio? Es el momento en que Dios habla. ;Ese altar? No es una mesa

cualquiera; es el Calvario hecho presente. Nada es casual. Nada esta
vacio de significado. El sacerdote no actua por si mismo; actia «in
persona Christi». El sacerdote consuma la ofrenda; el sacerdote
consagra el pan y el vino.

3. NUNCA ESTUVISTE DESTINADO SOLO A «SEGUIR EL
RITMO»... SINO A ENTRAR

Muchas personas crecen en la Iglesia de esta manera: copiando gestos,
repitiendo respuestas, siguiendo a la multitud.
Pero la Misa no es algo que simplemente observas; es algo en lo que
entras. No se trata de seguir el paso, sino de un encuentro. Estas invita-
do a ofrecer; estas invitado a rezar. Porque perteneces a este lugar.

4. ESA PERSONA CONFUNDIDA... NO ESTA LEJOS DE DIOS

Hay algo hermoso en esa persona que parece confundida. Porque la
confusion puede significar que esta prestando atencion, que esta escu-
chando... y buscando. Y escuchar y buscar... es el comienzo de la com-

prension.

5. LA CRUDA VERDAD

Algunas personas no entienden nada... pero desean aprender. Otras
llevan afios asistiendo... y han dejado de hacerse preguntas. La rutina ha
suplantado al asombro. El habito ha reemplazado al sentido profundo.
Es mejor sentarse en la iglesia, confundido y en buisqueda... que estar
de pie, arrodillarse y responder... sin llegar a comprender jamas.

ASI QUE, SI ESTE ES TU CASO...

Si alguna vez te has sentado en la iglesia y te has preguntado: «;Qué es
lo que realmente esta sucediendo aqui?», no ignores esa pregunta.
