Why is the Ascension of the Lord important for
Catholic Christians? The ascension of our Lord carries
a deep meaning to our faith.

We observe the Ascension, celebrating Jesus’ rising
into Heaven forty days after His Resurrection. It marks
His triumphant return to the Father after completing
His mission on Earth. The Bible states: “As they were
looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him
from their sight” (Acts 1:9).

The Ascension confirms Christ’s victory over sin and
death, showing Jesus not only rose but also entered
into heavenly glory, reigning forever with the Father.
He now opens the heavens for his followers.

We celebrate the Ascension for hope, showing Jesus's
glorified body and believers' destiny. It indicates
Christ's location and the hope to follow, as he said,
“Where I am, you also may be.”

Third, the Ascension signifies Christ’s ongoing
intercession for the Church. Catholics believe Jesus
still intercedes for us before God. Hebrews 9:24 states:
“He entered into heaven itself, now to appear before
God on our behalf.”

The Ascension was prepared for Pentecost, with Jesus
promising the Holy Spirit would empower the
Church's mission.

This is why the period between Ascension and
Pentecost is spiritually important in the Church’s
calendar.

The Ascension reminds Catholics that Christianity is
about eternal life and Heaven, encouraging hope, faith,
and spiritual purpose. The Bible says: “Seek what is
above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of
God” (Colossians 3: 1).

We celebrate the Ascension, as Christ shows Himself
to be King and Lord of Heaven and Earth. While He
ascended physically, they believe He remains

Celebramos la Ascension reconociendo que Cristo se

manifiesta como Rey y Seior del Cielo y de la Tierra.

Desde una perspectiva espiritual, la Ascension
significa la glorificacion de Jesus y su presencia
continua de una manera nueva; no implica, en
absoluto, un abandono.
