Missing Sunday Mass Without a Serious Reason Is
a Mortal Sin — Do Catholics Still Believe This?

In a world filled with distractions, busy schedules, entertainment,
and comfort, many Catholics today quietly ask:

Is missing Sunday Mass still a serious sin?
Does the Church still teach this?

Or has that teaching changed with modern times?

The truth is clear: the Catholic Church has not changed her
teaching.

From the earliest days of Christianity, believers gathered on Sun-
day — the Lord’s Day — to worship God, receive the Eucharist,
and renew their covenant with Him. Sunday is not just another day.
It is the day of the Resurrection. It is the day we belong to God in a
special way.

The Church teaches that deliberately missing Sunday Mass without
a serious reason — such as illness, caring for the sick, unavoidable
work, or lack of access to a priest — is a grave matter. In Catholic
moral teaching, grave matter committed with full knowledge and
deliberate consent can become a mortal sin, which separates the
soul from God until repentance and Confession.

This teaching is not meant to frighten us — it is meant to remind
us of the importance of worship and our relationship with God.

Think about it:
We rarely miss work.
We rarely miss school.
We rarely miss social events.

But how easily do we miss Mass — the very place where Christ
gives Himself to us in the Holy Eucharist?

Sunday Mass is not merely an obligation.
It is an encounter with Jesus Christ.

It is our full encounter with the Trinity, the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit.

And it is our faith, we profess it.
It is spiritual nourishment for the soul.

It is where heaven touches earth.

Yet today, many stay home for reasons that are not serious:
Because they feel tired.
Because there is a football match.

Because of movies, outings, shopping, long weekends, family
events, or convenience.

Faltar a la Misa dominical sin una razén grave es un pecado
mortal: ;siguen creyendo esto los catélicos?

En un mundo repleto de distracciones, agendas apretadas,
entretenimiento y comodidades, muchos catélicos de hoy se preguntan
en silencio:

(Sigue siendo un pecado grave faltar a la Misa dominical?
(Sigue ensefiando esto la Iglesia?

(O ha cambiado esa ensefianza con los tiempos modernos?

La verdad es clara: la Iglesia catdlica no ha cambiado su ensefianza.
Desde los primeros dias del cristianismo, los creyentes se reunian el
domingo —el Dia del Sefior— para adorar a Dios, recibir la Eucaristia
y renovar su alianza con El. El domingo no es un dia cualquiera; es el
dia de la Resurreccion. Es el dia en que pertenecemos a Dios de una
manera especial.

La Iglesia ensefa que faltar deliberadamente a la Misa dominical sin
una razén grave —como una enfermedad, el cuidado de enfermos, un
trabajo ineludible o la falta de acceso a un sacerdote— constituye una
materia grave. En la ensefianza moral catolica, una materia grave
cometida con pleno conocimiento y consentimiento deliberado puede
convertirse en un pecado mortal, el cual separa el alma de Dios hasta
que se produce el arrepentimiento y la Confesion.

Esta enseflanza no tiene por objeto asustarnos, sino recordarnos
la importancia de la adoracion y de nuestra relacion con Dios.
Piénsalo bien:

Rara vez faltamos al trabajo.

Rara vez faltamos a la escuela.

Rara vez faltamos a los eventos sociales.

Pero, ;con qué facilidad faltamos a la Misa, el lugar mismo donde
Cristo se nos entrega en la Sagrada Eucaristia?

La Misa dominical no es meramente una obligacion.

Es un encuentro con Jesucristo.

Es nuestro encuentro pleno con la Trinidad: el Padre, el Hijo y el
Espiritu Santo.

Y es nuestra fe; es aquello que profesamos.

Es alimento espiritual para el alma.

Es el lugar donde el cielo toca la tierra.

Sin embargo, hoy en dia, muchos se quedan en casa por razones que no
son graves:

Porque se sienten cansados.

Porque hay un partido de futbol.

Por ir al cine, salir de paseo, ir de compras, disfrutar de fines de semana
largos, asistir a eventos familiares o simplemente por comodidad.
Porque la fe se ha vuelto, poco a poco, algo opcional.

Por tanto, la verdadera pregunta no es si la Iglesia sigue creyendo esto.
La verdadera pregunta es si nosotros seguimos creyendo en el valor de
la Eucaristia. Si verdaderamente creemos que la Misa es el sacrificio de
Cristo, la fuente de la gracia y el centro de la vida cristiana, entonces el
domingo nunca nos parecera una carga; nos parecera un privilegio.

Que esto sirva como un recordatorio amable, pero firme, para todos
los catolicos:
Dios nunca nos olvida.
Nosotros no debemos olvidarlo a El, especialmente en su dia.

(Siguen creyendo esto los catélicos?
Si; la Iglesia sigue ensefiandolo.
Y todo catdlico fiel esta llamado a vivirlo.
Recuerda: pertenecemos a la familia de Dios.
La Trinidad nos llama a estar unidos.

Elige la Misa. Elige la Gracia. Elige a Dios.

"The Holy Trinity
