JESUS’ MINISTRY SUMMARIZED

The story of the raising of Lazarus from the dead is the
single longest story (apart from the Passion) in the Gospel of
John. In it we find a summary of most of Jesus’ ministry. We
see his very human nature as he is moved by Martha and
Mary’s sorrows and as he himself weeps at the tomb of Laza-
rus. He is the wisdom of God’s Word made flesh as he explains
to his followers that the death of Lazarus will serve as a sign of
the glory of God. He crowns the miracles he works in John’s
Gospel (which began with the most “human” miracle of making
new wine at Cana’s wedding) by raising Lazarus from the
dead—a “preview,” if you will, of his own death and resurrec-
tion to come. This portrait of Jesus reminds us, as we near the
end of our Lenten journey, that he is with us, knows us, under-
stands us in every moment of our lives. He knows the joy of our
human feasting, he knows the sorrow of our weeping. As we
prepare to walk with him through the days of Holy Week, we
are filled with faith that—through Christ—God’s glory will be
with us in every moment of our lives and—with Christ—in our
life everlasting.

Now you know...

| Why does the Church cover images during
Passiontide?

During Passiontide, the Church covers sacred images
(such as statues, crosses, and paintings) to help the
faithful enter more deeply into the mystery of Christ’s
suffering and death.

This practice has several important meanings:

1. To focus on Christ’s Passion

By veiling images, the Church removes visual distrac-
tions so we can concentrate on Jesus and His sacrifice
on the Cross.

2. A sign of mourning and sorrow

The covered images express the Church’s grief as we
approach the Passion and death of Christ, especially
during Holy Week.

3. To deepen longing and anticipation

When the images are hidden, we feel a sense of ab-
sence. This helps us long for the joy of Easter, when
the veils are removed and Christ’s victory is revealed.

4. Rooted in Scripture

It recalls moments in the Gospel (cf. John 8:59) when
Jesus “hid Himself” from the people, symbolizing how
His glory is now hidden as He enters His Passion.

In short:

The veiling of images invites us to pray more deeply,
reflect on Christ’s suffering, and prepare our hearts for
the joy of His Resurrection.

Ahora lo sabes...

(Por qué la Iglesia cubre las imagenes durante el
Tiempo de Pasion?

Durante el Tiempo de Pasion, la Iglesia cubre las

imagenes sagradas (tales como estatuas, cruces y

pinturas) para ayudar a los fieles a adentrarse mas

profundamente en el misterio del sufrimiento y la
muerte de Cristo.

Esta practica encierra varios significados im-
portantes:

1. Para centrarse en la Pasion de Cristo
Al velar las imagenes, la Iglesia elimina las distrac-
ciones visuales para que podamos concentrarnos en
Jests y en Su sacrificio en la Cruz.

2. Un signo de luto y dolor
Las imagenes cubiertas expresan el duelo de la Igle-
sia a medida que nos acercamos a la Pasion y muerte
de Cristo, especialmente durante la Semana Santa.

3. Para intensificar el anhelo y la expectacion
Cuando las imédgenes permanecen ocultas, experi-
mentamos una sensacion de ausencia. Esto nos
ayuda a anhelar la alegria de la Pascua, momento en
que se retiran los velos y se revela la victoria de
Cristo.

4. Arraigado en las Escrituras
Evoca momentos del Evangelio (cf. Juan 8:59) en
los que Jesus «se oculto» de la multitud, simbolizan-
do cémo Su gloria permanece ahora velada mientras
El entra en Su Pasion.

En resumen:

El velar las imagenes nos invita a orar con mayor
profundidad, a reflexionar sobre el sufrimiento de
Cristo y a preparar nuestros corazones para la alegria
de Su Resurreccion.

Solemnity of The Annunciation of the Lord March 25

God enters through the back door
The Annunciation is the Feast celebrating the Lord’s incarnation in Mary’s womb,

initiating a new history. It is interesting to notice that God does not send the angel
to the Temple in Jerusalem, but to Galilee, a despised region, considered a haven
for unbelieving pagans. Nazareth is a city that is never mentioned in the Old
Testament.

Mary is troubled

On hearing the Angel’s message, Mary reflects, she enters into dialogue with her-
self and with the angel, asking what his message meant and how it would happen.
Mary does not allow herself to be overcome by her emotions. She appears as a
courageous woman, who remains in control of herself even though she is faced with
something unheard of. In the end, she evaluates and makes a decision in God’s
light.

The action of the Holy Spirit

It is the Spirit who clothes Mary, making her fit for her mission. He does it here and
He will do it again in the Upper Room. Mary is the woman clothed with the Spirit,
thanks to whom and in whom everything becomes possible.
